	Swine
Control of fecal flies in manure of treated swine.  Prevents development of house flies in the manure of treated swine.

	Note:  Rabon may be used in feed containing any approved drug unless contraindicated by the drug approval, e.g. other cholinesterase inhibitors.

Please Note: 
FDA STATUS: Product is a food additive (40 CFR 186.950-formerly 21 CFR 561.91).  When used in medicated feeds, medicated feed application requirement is determined by regulatory status of the drug.

EPA STATUS: Product is a pesticide when used in non-medicated feeds.  EPA registration is required for feeds offered for sale except when custom blended per the provisions of 40 CFR 167.3.  In medicated feeds, the product is a food additive and no EPA registration is required when the source of Rabon is an EPA-registered product.
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
