Active Drug Ingredient: CHLORTETRACYCLINE
This feed contains ____ grams per ton of Chlortetracycline (CTC).

(Grams per ton divided by 2 is equivalent to milligrams per pound.)
 Indications for Use:

	80 mg/head/day

Breeding Sheep
	Reducing the incidence of (vibrionic) abortion caused by Campylobacter fetus infection susceptible to Chlortetracycline.

Feed ___ lb/head/day to provide 80 mg CTC/head/day 


Limitations for use:  FDA approval provides only for use of Chlortetracycline products manufactured under NADA 048-761 (Aureomycin), NADA 138-935 (Pennchlor) or ANADA 200-510 (Deracin).
